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Chapter 1 Overview

Article 1 [Purpose]
This Environmental Policy (hereinafter referred to as the "Policy”) is established to build a
sustainable environmental management system, continuously improve environmental
performance, and minimize negative environmental impacts through collaboration with

subsidiaries and stakeholders across the value chain.

Article 2 [Scope of Application]
This Policy applies to all officers and employees of ITAC (hereinafter referred to as the
"Company”). Third parties, including business partners and suppliers conducting transactions
with the Company, are also encouraged to comply with this Policy.
The Company shall comply with all applicable environmental laws and regulations of each
respective country prior to the application of this Policy. In cases where such laws and
regulations do not address certain matters or provide specific provisions, the Company shall

perform its environmental management duties in accordance with this Policy.

Chapter 2 Basic Principles

Article 3 [Compliance with Environmental Laws and Improvement of Environmental Impact]

1. The Company shall comply with international environmental and energy-related agreements
and laws and shall strive to improve environmental impacts throughout all stages of the
product life cycle, including development, production, use, and disposal.

2. The Company shall minimize pollutant emissions by introducing eco-friendly production

processes and applying best available techniques for environmental pollution prevention.

Article 4 [Response to Climate Change]
1. The Company shall establish an internal risk assessment system to address climate change,
set achievable targets, and conduct self-assessments of its performance.

2. The Company shall endeavor to reduce greenhouse gas emissions by decreasing the use of
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fossil fuels, improving energy efficiency, and promoting the development and utilization of

renewable energy sources.

Article 5 [Greenhouse Gases and Energy]

1. The Company shall establish a greenhouse gas inventory and monitor greenhouse gas
emissions and energy consumption annually.

2. The Company shall streamline its production processes to reduce greenhouse gas emissions
and improve energy efficiency and shall actively utilize eco-friendly raw materials during the
production process.

3. The Company shall actively encourage the use of renewable energy within its business sites,
set targets for expanding renewable energy usage, and conduct internal evaluations of

performance against those targets.

Article 6 [Raw Materials]

1. Efficiency in Raw Material Usage
- The Company shall continuously improve its product and service production processes to
optimize the input of raw materials. Raw materials shall be managed under production plan,
taking into account business strategy, production schedules, and inventory control
comprehensively.

2. Reintroduction of Production Waste
- The Company shall reintroduce metal waste such as scrap iron and aluminum, waste wood,
wastepaper, and other waste materials and by-products generated after the input of raw
materials back into its own production processes, or transfer and sell them to other
recyclable industries and external facilities.

3. Monitoring of Raw Material Production Sources
- The Company shall promote the use of raw materials produced through eco-friendly
methods or certified as environmentally friendly. The Company shall also trace raw materials
that are produced in a manner that harms natural capital and strive to mitigate any
significant risks.

4. Biodiversity Protection
- The Company shall establish and implement policies to protect biodiversity throughout its

business operations, including the procurement and sourcing of raw materials.

Prevention of Deforestation
- The Company acknowledges the potential for deforestation issues arising from its business
activities, including the procurement and sourcing of raw materials, and shall establish and

implement policies to prevent deforestation and minimize any adverse impact associated with

such activities.

Article 7 [Wastes]

1.

The Company shall monitor the generation and disposal processes of waste produced during
production and ensure that waste is handled in compliance with applicable laws and

regulations.

2. The Company shall minimize waste generation during production and promote recycling and

reuse of waste to reduce environmental impact.

3. The Company shall establish targets for reducing total waste emissions and conduct internal

evaluations of performance in achieving these targets.

Article 8 [Water Use and Wastewater]

1.

The Company shall continuously monitor water consumption and establish water recycling

systems to promote efficient use of water resources.

. The Company shall engage in 3R activities (Reduce, Reuse, Recycle) to conserve, reuse, and

recycle water in order to enhance the sustainability of water resources.

. The Company shall monitor and manage water intake to minimize environmental impact and

actively promote water resource protection activities.

. The Company shall minimize wastewater generated during the production process and

promote the recycling and reuse of wastewater.

. The Company shall continuously monitor wastewater discharge and maintain the

performance of wastewater treatment facilities to minimize environmental impacts caused by

wastewater emissions.

Article 9 [Environmental Pollutants]
1. The Company shall regularly monitor emissions of air pollutants (NOx, SOx, dust, VOCs) and

install and operate appropriate prevention facilities to ensure emissions remain below the

legally permissible limits set by applicable laws and regulations.
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2. The Company shall regularly monitor emissions of water pollutants (BOD, COD, SS) and
install and operate appropriate prevention facilities to ensure emissions remain below the
legally permissible limits set by applicable laws and regulations.

3. The Company shall monitor soil contamination caused by soil pollutants (such as cadmium)
and take necessary measures—including periodic inspections, equipment upgrades, and

process improvements—to prevent the occurrence of contaminated soil.

Article 10 [Hazardous Chemicals]
The Company shall identify and monitor the status of (hazardous) chemicals used in its
operations or contained in its products, provide necessary information to stakeholders, strive to

reduce hazardous substances, and assess and manage the risks associated with such
substances.

Article 11 [Supply Chain]

The Company shall establish a green purchasing policy and criteria to minimize negative

environmental impacts in the procurement of raw materials.

Article 12 [Biodiversity]

1. The Company shall prevent potential factors and elements that may threaten biodiversity
during the course of its business activities, thereby minimizing negative environmental
impacts.

2. The Company shall take the lead in preserving the natural environment by carrying out in-

house activities aimed at restoring natural ecosystems near its business sites and conserving
biodiversity.

Article 13 [Local Community]

1. The Company shall consider the environmental impacts of its overall business operations on
the local community and establish and implement reasonable measures to manage such
impacts.

2. The Company shall minimize the negative environmental impacts of its operations on the
local community through active communication with local communities and stakeholders.

3. The Company shall transparently disclose the outcomes of its environmentally friendly
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management activities to both internal and external stakeholders and engage in proactive

communication with them.

Chapter 3 Implementation Framework

Article 14 [Operation of Environmental Management System]

1. The Company shall continuously improve its internal management system with the aim of
obtaining 1SO 14001 certification, the international standard for environmental management,
for all business sites.

2. The Company shall conduct annual compliance verifications by third-party certification
bodies as well as internal audits, and the results of such audits shall be reported to top

management and reflected in the formulation of environmental strategies and objectives.

Article 15 [Establishment of Environmental Management System]

1. The Company shall assess environmental risks specific to its business activities, establish an
environmental management system to address such risks, set concrete environmental
performance targets, and continuously improve them.

2. The Board of Directors and management shall actively participate in key decision-making and
oversight related to the environmental management system and provide human and material
resources by appointing dedicated personnel to ensure the system is effectively implemented
and operated.

3. The Company shall communicate with stakeholders, including partners, suppliers, and
business counterparts, regarding the importance of environmental protection and climate
change response, and support them in establishing their own environmental management
systems.

4. The Company shall establish a dedicated environmental management team responsible for
the establishment and operation of the environmental management system, formulation of
environmental strategies and goals, monitoring and reporting of pollutant emissions,
development of environmental facility improvement plans, conducting environmental training,

and other tasks necessary for the company-wide environmental management framework.
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Article 16 [Environmental Education]
The Company shall enhance the effectiveness of environmental management by providing
awareness training on the importance of environmental management to employees and other
stakeholders. Additionally, through environmental management training, the Company shall

foster an eco-friendly mindset in the course of performing work duties.

Article 17 [Communication]

1. Government Agencies
- The Company shall transparently disclose its environmental management performance,
actively support and participate in the directions of government policies and comply with
environmental laws and regulations in each country.

2. Shareholders and Investors
- The Company shall strive to create environmental management outcomes that meet the
expectations of shareholders and investors, proactively prevent environmental risks, and
enhance corporate value.

3. Supply Chain
- The Company shall inform stakeholders such as partners and business counterparts of the
importance of environmental management and continuously communicate to mitigate
environmental risks throughout the supply chain.

4. Customers
- The Company shall realize customer satisfaction through the development of eco-friendly
products and services that reflect customer needs, and transparently disclose environmental
information related to products and services.

5. Local Communities
- The Company shall gather opinions from local authorities, public-private councils, and other
entities to mitigate environmental impacts arising from its business operations and strive to
identify and resolve grievances raised by the local community.

6. Employees
- The Company shall share its environmental management policy and improve employees’
environmental management through education. Feedback related to environmental

performance improvement shall be reflected in the promotion of environmental management.
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Article 18 [Performance Management (2050 Carbon Neutrality)]

1. To achieve carbon neutrality by 2050, the Company shall adopt key strategies such as
expanding the use of renewable energy at business sites and establishing a resource
circulation system and shall make continuous efforts to accomplish the carbon neutrality
goals.

2. The Company shall establish mid- to long-term performance improvement targets and
regularly review them to assess the effectiveness of the established strategies.

3. The Company shall incorporate the status of goal management implementation into the
performance evaluation indicators (KPIs) of management and implementation organizations

to strengthen environmental responsibility management.

Chapter 4 Supplementary Provisions

Article 1 [Effective Date
This policy shall take effect on January 1, 2024.
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
