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Chapter 1 Overview

Article 1 [Purpose]
ITAC (hereinafter referred to as “the Company”), as a manufacturer of automotive body parts
and molds, establishes this Biodiversity Protection Policy to systematically identify potential
risks of biodiversity degradation that may arise during business operations, prevent adverse
impacts or losses, and promote the conservation and restoration of biodiversity.
This Biodiversity Protection Policy has been established with reference to international
frameworks such as the Convention on Biological Diversity, the Convention on International
Trade in Endangered Species of Wild Fauna and Flora, and the International Union for

Conservation of Nature (IUCN) Guidelines for Applying Protected Area Management Categories.

Article 2 [Scope of Application]

Article 2 [Scope of Application]

This Policy applies to all domestic and international business sites of the Company. The
Company shall also share the standards of this Policy with its key suppliers and business
partners, encouraging them to comply with this Policy or a policy of comparable standards to
support biodiversity protection. In implementing this Biodiversity Protection Policy in its
business operations and activities, the Company shall prioritize compliance with the ecological
characteristics and legal requirements of the countries and regions in which each business site
is located. This includes applicable local laws and regulations related to biodiversity
enhancement, wildlife management, preservation of natural habitats, and the use of forests, soil,

and water resources.

Article 3 [Implementation System]
The Company shall operate its biodiversity protection activities in a systematic manner based
on the following procedures. Business sites shall conduct biodiversity assessments that take
into account the natural environmental characteristics of the respective countries or regions in
which they are located, in the following cases: (1) when required by applicable laws and
regulations; or (2) when stakeholders, including local communities, raise reasonable concerns
regarding potential adverse impacts or losses to biodiversity. In conducting such assessments,

the Company shall strive to evaluate its dependence and impact on biodiversity within and
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around each business site and minimize related risks. This shall be carried out in reference to
approaches such as the LEAP (Locate, Evaluate, Assess, Prepare) framework recommended by

the Task Force on Nature-related Financial Disclosures (TNFD).

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Chapter 2 Basic Principles

Article 4 [Basic Principles]

In order to conserve biodiversity and contribute to ecosystem restoration, the Company

declares the following principles:

1. Zero Harm and Loss: The Company shall minimize biodiversity degradation and loss resulting
from its business activities and strive for zero biodiversity loss in the long term.

2. Avoidance of Sensitive Areas: The Company shall not establish or operate new facilities in
biodiversity-sensitive areas, including legally protected zones and habitats of endangered
species.

3. Active Restoration Efforts: The Company shall continuously promote restoration, habitat
expansion, and environmental improvement activities to enhance biodiversity.

4. Focused Management of High-Risk Species: The Company shall establish priority protection
and impact minimization measures for sensitive species, such as endangered or endemic
species, identified through biodiversity assessments.

5. Collaboration with Stakeholders: The Company shall enhance the effectiveness of its
biodiversity management activities through collaboration with local communities, experts,

non-governmental organizations (NGOs), and other stakeholders.

Chapter 3 Implementation System
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Article 5 [Biodiversity Assessment and Designation of Protected Areas]

1.

The Company shall define biodiversity assessments and protected areas for its domestic and
international business sites based on the conventions and guidelines referenced in Article 1.
This includes, but is not limited to, internationally recognized conservation areas, intact

wilderness areas, nationally designated protected areas, sites of natural and cultural heritage,

and managed areas for habitats and species.

2. In cases where the Company's business sites are located in or near such areas, where its

supply chain—including suppliers and sources of raw materials—is based in these areas, or
where business operations are found to have a clear negative impact on such regions, the
Company shall undertake biodiversity protection activities based on a comprehensive

evaluation of the ecological significance, potential impact, and the Company’s dependence

on the biodiversity of the relevant area.

Article 6 [Biodiversity Impact Assessment and Protection Procedures]

The Company shall assess the risks and impacts on biodiversity and local areas, focusing on the

surrounding regions of business sites and the zones designated under Article 5, and shall

establish measures and response systems for protection based on the results. The impact

assessment shall be conducted with reference to global evaluation methodologies and

frameworks such as the LEAP approach recommended by TNFD and the SBTs for Nature

framework.

The Company shall, where required by applicable laws and regulations, or where
stakeholders such as local communities raise reasonable concerns regarding biodiversity
degradation or loss, investigate the current state of biodiversity within and around the
business sites, taking into account the natural environmental characteristics of the country or
region in which the sites are located. If necessary, the Company shall collaborate with

external experts or ecological institutions to ensure the credibility of the assessment.

. Based on the assessment results, the Company shall implement physical measures for

species and habitats identified as requiring protection, such as vegetation restoration,

transplantation, securing bird habitats, and establishing wildlife corridors.

. The Company shall incorporate biodiversity-related provisions into its supplier code of

conduct and assess biodiversity risks within the supply chain, recommending improvements

as necessary.

4. The Company shall collect opinions from local communities and stakeholders regarding
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potential biodiversity degradation or loss and destruction of natural habitats that may occur
during business operations, and shall develop improvement measures in response to
reasonable concerns. |

5. At key business sites, the Company shall periodically monitor the status of biodiversity as
necessary, and disclose major outcomes through official channels such as the sustainability

report or the Company website.

Article 7 [Governance]

1. Responsibility Structure and Implementation: The Human Resources and General Affairs Team
shall have overall responsibility for the Company’s biodiversity policy. The environmental
management departments located at headquarters and at each business site shall oversee
the implementation of biodiversity protection policies, including the operation of impact
assessment and risk evaluation procedures, and the expansion of conservation and
restoration activities. The Board of Directors and the ESG Committee under the Board shall
supervise and manage biodiversity-related risks by reviewing and approving major policy
changes, budget allocations, implementation of impact assessments, and the results thereof.
They shall also deliberate on biodiversity degradation and loss risks, review risk response
measures, establish biodiversity assessment and protection plans, and evaluate related

investment decisions.

Article 8 [Grievance Handling]
1. Grievance Reporting: The Company shall operate channels through which employees and
other organizations and/or individuals may report biodiversity-related grievances, including

illegal activities, cases of negligence, or matters of concern related to biodiversity.

2. Grievance Resolution: The Company shall develop response measures for reported cases of

biodiversity degradation or loss, taking into consideration judicial precedents, regulations of
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the relevant competent authorities, and internal handling practices. In cases where there is a
significant possibility of legal and regulatory violation, impact on the property rights of local
residents, or adverse effects on corporate reputation, the Board of Directors or the ESG

Committee shall deliberate on appropriate response measures.

Article 9 [Training and Awareness-Raising]

1. The Company shall provide training to employees to raise awareness of the importance and
necessity of biodiversity and to ensure that biodiversity considerations are incorporated into
business operations. The Company shall also encourage the reporting of related issues when
identified.

2. The Company shall transparently disclose its biodiversity conservation, restoration, and
expansion activities and outcomes through channels that are easily accessible to stakeholders.

3. The Company shall establish cooperative frameworks with local communities and

stakeholders to enhance the expertise and effectiveness of biodiversity conservation activities.

Article 10 [Performance Management]

1. The Company shall establish and manage targets for increasing biodiversity-related
investments and activities to support biodiversity protection. These performance
improvement targets shall be set with comprehensive consideration of risks, based on
applicable domestic and international laws and regulations, as well as biodiversity
management trends within the industry.

2. The Company shall establish medium- to long-term performance improvement goals and
periodically review them to assess the effectiveness of the established strategies.

3. The Company shall incorporate environmental goals and implementation status—particularly
those related to biodiversity—into the key performance indicators (KPls) of management and

implementing departments, thereby strengthening environmentally responsible management.
