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Chapter 1 Overview

Article 1 [Purpose]
This policy aims to fulfill social responsibility for environmental conservation and the
preservation of natural resources by defining and implementing green purchasing activities.
Through the promotion and use of eco-friendly products, the Company actively participates in

the spread of a sound and sustainable consumption culture and seeks to actively support
national policies.

Article 2 [Scope of Application]
This policy applies to all employees of ITAC (hereinafter referred to as "the Company") and

encourages third parties, such as business partners and vendors doing business with the

Company, to comply with it as well.

Article 3 [Management Process]

The Company shall establish annual green purchasing targets to promote and activate green
purchasing, continuously monitor the purchasing status, and analyze any deviations from the

plan to develop improvement measures.

Article 4 [Definitions]

1. Green Purchasing
— Refers to purchasing activities that minimize environmental pollution while considering
environmental soundness.

2. Green Products
— Products that contribute to resource conservation and reduce environmental pollution
compared to other products serving the same purpose. Examples include:

1) Environmental Mark (Korea Environmental Industry & Technology Institute)

A voluntary certification system that labels products with an environmental mark if they

produce less pollution and conserve resources during production and consumption
compared to similar products.
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2) Good Recycled Product (GR) Certification (Korea Resource Circulation Industry

Promotion Association)

A certification system that rigorously tests and evaluates recycled products developed and
produced domestically, certifying those of excellent quality.

3) Energy Saving Mark (Korea Energy Agency)

A voluntary program encouraging manufacturers to reduce standby power consumption by
distributing energy-saving products. Products meeting government energy-saving standards
are labeled accordingly.

4) Energy Efficiency Grade Mark (Korea Energy Agency)

Products are graded from 1 to 5 based on energy consumption or efficiency, with Grade 1
products capable of reducing energy consumption by 30-40% compared to Grade 5
products.

5) Carbon Footprint Certification (Korea Environmental Industry & Technology Institute)
An environmental label certifying products that contribute to sustainable, low-carbon
production and consumption to actively respond to climate change.

6) Forest Stewardship Council (FSC) Certification (Certification body related to the Forest

Stewardship Council)

An international eco-certification system that facilitates the verification of the use of

responsibly managed forest resources in finished products.

Chapter 2 Green Purchasing Policy

Article 5 [Green Purchasing Policy]

1. To strengthen environmental management practices, the Company shall prioritize the
purchase of green products certified with environmental marks, recycled product
certifications, energy-saving marks, waste reduction items, and other environmentally
certified products that contribute to resource conservation and pollution reduction.

2. To expand green purchasing for environmental and natural resource conservation, the
Company shall continuously engage in discovering eco-friendly products and improvement
activities that reduce environmental impact, contributing to global environmental protection

and fulfilling its social responsibility as a sustainable enterprise.
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3. The Company shall strive to implement practical green purchasing activities that consider
eco-friendliness and sustainability throughout all business processes, including raw material
procurement, production, operations, distribution, and waste disposal.

4. The Company shall make efforts to practice green purchasing not only in the procurement of
materials related to its main business activities but also in all company-wide purchasing

operations, including consumables such as office supplies used at business sites.

Article 6 [Exceptions to Green Purchasing]

The Company shall strive to prioritize the purchase of green products. However, the following

cases shall be exempted:
1) When there are no green products available for the desired product category.
2) When stable supply of green products is not possible.
3) When green products lack price competitiveness, making purchase within budget difficult.
4) When it is difficult to achieve the purchase purpose due to significant quality
degradation of green products.
5) When, according to the requests of clients or business divisions, or due to

circumstances at specific sites, products other than green products must be purchased.

Chapter 3 System Establishment

A. Governance Structure
@ Responsibility for Green Purchasing

To effectively implement the green purchasing policy, the Company shall designate the
Purchasing Team as the lead department (hereinafter referred to as the "responsible
department"). The Company shall manage and supervise the status of green purchasing
initiatives through committees or management meetings involving top decision-makers or
key departmental decision-makers, as well as through working-level meetings led by the
responsible department’s decision-makers. The primary roles of such committees,
management meetings, or working-level meetings shall include: monitoring the status of
green purchasing; establishing targets; approving green purchasing policies; reviewing

implementation plans; and performing other tasks deemed necessary to support green
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purchasing initiatives.

Chapter 4 Supplementary Provisions

Article 1 [Effective Datel
This policy shall take effect on January 1, 2024.

Article 2 [Effective Date of Revision]
The first revised Green Purchasing Policy shall take effect on October 1, 2024.
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
